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Chicken or the Egg Depression 

There is a running debate as to whether people are depressed 

due to what‟s going on in their lives (“situational depression”), 

or whether it‟s simply a matter of brain chemicals 

(“endogenous de- pression”).  Ultimately, 

it works both ways.  Our situations and how 

we perceive them create certain feelings 

and emotions, which in turn lead to an 

imbalance in brain chemicals.  And an im-

balance in brain chemicals leads to feel-

ings and emotions, which in turn effect the 

situations we put ourselves in.  You see the way they feed off 

each other.  You see how it can form a vicious cycle. 

To break the cycle and maintain health, you can: 

 Take herbal, nutritional or pharmaceutical anti-

depressants 

 Eat a balanced whole foods diet (hugely important!) 

 Stay away from sugars and artificial sweeteners 

 Do at least 3 to 4 hours of moderate exercise per week 

 Give time to other people or organizations 

 Spend time reading God‟s love letter to you

≈ Establish structure for sleep times with normal bedtimes 

and reasonable rise and shine times.  Keep the children‟s inter-

nal clock synchronized to prevent meltdown and give adults 

some quiet time alone. 

≈ Maintain a quiet time for the children in the middle of the 

day to rest, read a book, sketch….no electronics or phones; 

continual stimulation leads to crankiness and burnout. 

≈ Prepare healthy snacks in advance to take on the go, fast 

food will be less tempting for money and nutrition sake. 

≈ Spend time planning activities together so children are in-

vested in the  event and happy with expectation. 

≈ Family devotional times are more effective in the morning 

hours before “the plans” begin.  Feed their hearts and minds 

daily with God‟s word of forgiveness and love.
